United Europe – A perfect Home to Live in

While working with my students I noticed that it is very difficult for them to use English in every day conversations, despite of the fact that English was the basic communication language for this project.


I started to use pictures taken during the common mobilities and put questions in English “Can you remember where this picture was taken?” “Can you describe to your colleagues the place/activity which took place when this picture was taken?”. Using pictures memories from the common journeys were alive and it was much easier for the students to describe, talk, and analyze activities in English.


I also noticed that writing greeting cards for special occasions as Christmas, New Year’s Eve or Valentine’s Day were all just the same, repeating the texts from the internet. We tried together to compose original texts and collect them on an e-collection of greeting cards and other activities for special occasions. Using English during the activities was one of the main targets of this project but using it during project-meetings was not very easy.
It is also difficult to avoid the copy/paste action from the internet while preparing materials as cooking leaflets, presenting towns or historical sights. I explained that copy/paste is the only action what everybody can do if she/he has a connection to the Internet and the personal touch to a material is the most important part of the work. You can use Internet to get informed, to collect some data but after that you have to use your own imagination and your best knowledge to create something original and useful.


I think that I managed to convince my students to be creative, to use their own imagination and the most important part how to use English in speaking, writing and discussing about the project.


Discussing in English about the partner countries and about the common mobilities was an interesting and important part of our workmeetings.
